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Projekt web-site-specific je experimentalnou vystavou, ktord chce posunut tradi¢né vnimanie
prezentacie umeleckého diela. Vystava prezentuje web-site-specific diela Siestich umelcov, ktoré
nereflektuju len samotny priestor galérie, ale prenikaju aj do virtudlneho priestoru internetu tak, ze
su v redlnom ¢ase snimané web kamerami a streamované na webe.

Internetova stranka sa stava jedinym miestom kontaktu divaka s vystavenym dielom. Pojem web-
site-specific charakterizuje diela vytvorené pre konkrétne prostredie, no s ohladom na fakt, Zze budu
prezentované len prostrednictvom internetu. Priestory Bunkra budu pocas trvania vystavy
uzamknuté, ¢im sa sice do urcitej miery znehodnoti zmyslové prezivanie umeleckého diela, no
stane sa pristupnejSie a mozno atraktivnejSie aj pre bezného ne-ndvstevnika ,vyprazdnenej”
kamennej galérie. V Bunkri tak vznikne uzavrety svojbytny svet existujuci akoby sam pre seba, no

v skutocnosti existujuci len pre pohlady divdkov, ¢o je princip podobny upadkovym televiznym
reality show. Projekt ma tieZ ambiciu votriet sa do in sveta “intimnych” internetovych
pseudopriatelstiev, prostrednictvom svojej identity — in profilu na populdrnych strankach MySpace
a Facebook.

The project web-site-specific is an experimental exhibition, which tries to make the traditional
perception of artwork presentation different. The exhibition presents web-site-specific works of six
artists, which do not reflect only space of the gallery, but they also get into the virtual space of
internet by being shot by web cameras at real time and streamed on the web.

Website is the only place of contact between spectator and artwork. The idea of web-site-specific
defines the artworks which were created for specific space, subject to the fact that the artworks
will be presented only on the internet. Bunker gallery will be closed during the time of the
exhibition, what may disvalue a sensual experience of the artwork in a certain way, but it will
become more accessible and maybe also more attractive for the usual (non)visitor of the ,,empty*“
stone gallery. A closed and independent world begins in Bunker gallery, seemingly existing only for
itself, but in fact it exists only for the viewers’ sights, similarly to decadent TV reality shows. The
project has also the ambition to creep into the popular world of “secret” internet
pseudofriendships, using its own identity — own profile at MySpace and Facebook.
